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The following map illustrates the average annual rainfall levels across the Latin 
America and Caribbean region in 2020. Most of the region experiences a low level of 
average annual rainfall, including the islands of Haiti, the Dominican Republic, and 
most of Cuba in the northeastern sections of the map. Additionally, there are small 
sections in the northernmost and southwestern parts of the region where minimal 
rainfall occurs. The central part of the region boasts the highest average annual 
rainfall, including the southern portion of North America around Mexico and 
Guatemala, as well as the northern part of South America covering Colombia, which 
receive medium levels of average annual rainfall. The area between these two 
continents, spanning Costa Rica and Panama, receives high levels of average annual 
rainfall.
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
