The title of this map is “Europe: Precipitation.” The data for this map is from 2020. The scale of this map is 1 to 50,000,000. The scale bar represents 1,000 kilometers and can be found above the top left corner of the map frame.
This map shows the average annual rainfall level in the Europe part of the Europe and Northern America region in 2020. The region is outlined by a solid line and the areas with different levels of rainfall are distinguished by a distinct color and texture fill. The spacing between the lines of the textures used in this map serves to distinguish varying levels of precipitation intensity. Widely spaced lines indicate areas with lower average annual rainfall, while closely spaced lines signify regions with higher rainfall intensity. Areas filled with dots represent minimal rainfall. The corresponding colors and textures representing each precipitation level in this map can be found in the accompanying precipitation legend.
In general, the Europe region experiences low average annual rainfall across most of the area. This also applies to the islands of Iceland, Ireland, and the United Kingdom, situated to the west of the mainland. However, certain areas in the southwest and northeast part of Russia, which is in the eastern part of the region, record minimal rainfall. The northwestern part of the mainland, specifically the westernmost part of Norway, stands out as receiving moderate rainfall levels. No part of the region experiences high levels of average annual rainfall.
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
